All the Competitors are requested to present a valid passport at the time of registration.



ENTR FEE: 40 EUR is to be paid for Chicks, Cubs, Debs and Basic Novices and 50 EUR is to be paid
for Advanced Novices, Juniors and Seniors via bank transfer by October 1, 2019. If the cancellation of
entries is done by October 5, 2019 the Organizing Committee will reimburse 50% of the entry fee and
if the cancellation is done after October 5, 2019 the OC reserves the right to withhold the entry fee.

If the entry fee is paid in cash upon arrival then the entry fee is 45 EUR for Chicks, Cubs, Debs and
Basic Novices and 55 EUR for Advanced Novices, Juniors and Seniors.

A well balanced CUBS Free Skating Program must contain:

a) Maximum of 4 jump elements for Girls and Boys, one of which must be an Axel type jump. There
may be up to two (2) jump combinations or sequences. Jump combination can contain only two (2)
jumps. A jump sequence can contain any number of jumps, but only the two most difficult jumps will
be counted. Only two (2) jumps can be repeated in a jump combination or jump sequence. Triple
jumps are not permitted. Any single or double jump (including Double Axel) cannot be executed
more than twice in total.

b) There must be a maximum of two (2) spins of a different nature (abbreviation), one of

which must be a spin combination with or without change of foot (minimum of six (6)

revolutions in total) and one spin with no change of position and with or without change of foot
(minimum of six (6) revolutions in total). Flying entry is allowed.

¢) There must be a maximum:

for Girls one (1) Choreographic sequence which includes at least one 3 seconds long spiral position.
The sequence will have a fixed Base value and evaluated in GOE only.

for Boys maximum of one (1) step sequence with a fixed Base value and evaluated in GOE only.

Level explanation: For Cubs in all elements which, are subject to Levels, only features up to Level 2
will be counted. Any additional features will not count for Level requirements and will be ignored by
the Technical Panel.

The Program Components are only judged in
- Skating Skills
- Performance/Execution



The factor of the Program Components is 2.5

A well balanced CHICKS Free Skating Program must contain:

a) Maximum of 4 jump elements for Girls and Boys, one of which must be an Axel type jump. There
may be up to two (2) jump combinations or sequences. Jump combination can contain only two (2)
jumps. A jump sequence can contain any number of jumps, but only the two most difficult jumps will
be counted. Only two (2) jumps can be repeated in a jump combination or jump sequence. Triple
jumps are not permitted. Any single or double jump (including Double Axel) cannot be executed
more than twice in total.

b) There must be a maximum of two (2) spins of a different nature (abbreviation), one of

which must be a spin combination with or without change of foot (minimum of six (6)

revolutions in total) and one spin with no change of position and with or without change of foot
(minimum of six (6) revolutions in total). Flying entry is allowed.

c) There must be a maximum:

for Girls one (1) Choreographic sequence which includes at least one 3 seconds long spiral position.
The sequence will have a fixed Base value and evaluated in GOE only.

for Boys maximum of one (1) step sequence with a fixed Base value and evaluated in GOE only.
Level explanation: For Chicks in all elements which, are subject to Levels, only features up to Level 2
will be counted. Any additional features will not count for Level equirements and will be ignored by
the Technical Panel.

The Program Components are only judged in
- Skating Skills

- Performance/Execution

The factor of the Program Components is 2.5

The same ISU Rules regarding judging, refereeing and the work of the Technical Panel
apply as in Junior and Senior International Competitions.

In case of a large number of entries the Organizer reserves the right to split the groups according to
age.

Calculation of results: Results for CHICKS, CUBS, SPRINGS, DEBS, ADVANCED NOVICES and JUNIORS
will be calculated in the ISU Judging System.
