1. Invited ISU Members 

All the Members of the International Skating Union listed on ISU Constitution and 

General Regulations 2018 are invited to Leon Lurje Trophy 2020. 

 

2. General Regulations 

Leon Lurje Trophy 2020 will be conducted in accordance with the ISU Constitution and 

General Regulations 2018, ISU Special Regulations and Technical Rules Synchronized 

Skating 2018, as well as all pertinent ISU Communications.  

Participation in Leon Lurje Trophy 2020 is open to all Teams who belong to an ISU 

Member, Rule 130, paragraph 7) and qualify with regard to eligibility according to Rule 

102, provided the ages fall within the limits specified in Rule 108, paragraph 4. c) and 

ISU Communication 2038 and they meet the participation, citizenship and residency 

requirements according to Rule 109, paragraphs 1 and 2 d) and ISU Communication No. 

2030 (or any updated Communications). 

 

The competition will include the following categories: 

 

Advanced Novice 

Each participating team must consist of sixteen (16) skaters and may have up to a 

maximum of four (4) alternates listed on the Team Entry Form (Rule 800, paragraph 2 

b) and c) and ISU Communication 2238. 

 

Basic Novice B 

Each participating team must consist of sixteen (16) skaters and may have up to a 

maximum of four (4) alternates listed on the Team Entry Form (Rule 800, paragraph 2 

b) and c) and ISU Communication 2238. 

 

Basic Novice A 

Each participating team must consist of sixteen (12) skaters and may have up to a 

maximum of four (4) alternates listed on the Team Entry Form (Rule 800, paragraph 2 

b) and c) and ISU Communication 2238. 

 

 

3. Technical Data 

The competition will take place at the Frölundaborg Ice Rink with an ice surface of 60 

meters in length and 30 meters in width. Official practice will take place in the same ice 

rink. The rink is indoor, heated artificial ice rink. 2nd Ice Rink is located 50 m from the 

main Arena.

All music must be properly inserted in their original cases and must be clearly identified 

with the name of the Team and must show the exact running time of the music (no 

skating time), which shall be certified by the Team Leader or Team Manager when 

submitted at the time of registration.

The ISU, the Swedish Figure Skating Association and the Organizing Committee for the 

Leon Lurje Trophy assume no responsibility for or liability with respect to bodily or 

personal injury or property damage incurred in connection with the event by Competitors 

and Officials. 

 

The Organizer will not provide participant insurance coverage for the event. 

 

The Organizer will provide emergency medical services for all Competitors during the 

competition and official practices at the Official arena. The local hospital is in 10 minutes 

distance from the Ice Rink.
