The Merano Ice Trophy is open to all Competitors who belong to an ISU Member and qualify with 

regard to eligibility according to ISU Constitution and General Regulations Rule 102, provided their 

ages fall within the limits specified in ISU Rule 108, paragraph 3.b) and they meet the participation, 

citizenship and residency requirement in ISU Rule 109, paragraphs 1 through 5 and ISU Communication 

No. 2526 or any update of this Communication.  

In accordance with Rule 109 of the ISU General Regulations and ISU Communication 2526 all Skaters 

who do not have the nationality of the Member by which they have been entered or who, although having 

such nationality, have in the past represented another Member, must produce an ISU Clearance 

Certificate.  

Passports of all Skaters, as well as the ISU Clearance Certificate, if applicable, must be presented at the 

accreditation of the event for verification.  

Entries can only be made through the ISU Members.  

All competitors must be entered through their respective ISU Member Federation.

Depending on the number of participants 

the organization will decide whether or not to accept extra entries.  

The organizing committee reserves the option in the competition to allow late entries in Senior Ladies and 

Men, reserved for competitors preparing for the World Figure Skating championships, and/or needing the 

competition to obtain the minimum technical score as written in ISU Communication 2332. A reserve-list 

will be kept up to date on a daily basis.  

Entries must reach the Event Organizer not later than JANUARY 29th, 2024.
